Doncaster HomeChoice

From November 2007 all available council properties for rent in
Doncaster will be advertised under the Doncaster HomeChoice
scheme.

Each week you will be able to express an interest in any
properties that you like and you are eligible for. This is known as
bidding although no money is involved. This allows you to
choose which type of property and area of Doncaster you would
like to live in.

You will need to have completed a registration form and the date
we receive it will be your registration date. We will assess your
circumstances and place you in one of five bands depending on
your housing need.
