Already volunteers
have carried out a lot of work including opening up the pathways around the lake. They have
also received a Doncaster Metropolitan Council Neighbourhood Manager's commendation
for the work they have already done at the lake. This week youngsters from Edlington
Victoria Primary School visited the site to plant bulbs. The money was donated from St
Leger Homes’ Estate Improvement Fund — a fund where tenants are asked how they would
like the money investing to benefit their area. Maureen Tennison, tenant and treasurer for
